PREPARATION OF TENDERS

Language of Tender

The tender and all correspondence and documents relating to the tender exchanged between the
tenderer and the Hutoyer shall be written in the English language. Supporting documents and
printed literature furnished by the tenderer with the tender may be in another language provided
they are accompanied by an appropriate translation of pertinent passages in thetatsul/
language. For the purpose of interpretation of the tender, the English language shall prevail.

Documents Comprising the Tender

The tender to be prepared by the tenderer shall comprise:
i) the Form of Tender and Appendix thereto,

i) a Tender Security

iii) the Priced Bills of Quantities and Schedules

iv) the information on eligibility and qualification

v) any other materials required to be completed and submitted in accordance with the
Instructions to Tenderers.

Tender Prices

A price or rate shall be inserted by the tenderer for every item in the Bills of Quantities whether
the quantities are stated astnltems against which no rate or price is entered by the tenderer will
not be paid for by the Employer when executed and shall be deemed covered by the rates for
other items and prices in the Bills of Quantities.

The prices and unit rates in the Bills @Qlantities are to be the full [dlclusive] value of the

Work described under the items, including all costs and expenses which may be necessary and all
general risks, liabilities and obligations set forth or implied in the documents on which the tender
is based. All duties, taxes and other levies payable by the Contractor under the Contract, or for
any other cause prior to the deadline for submission of tenders, shall be included in the rates and
prices and the total Tender Price submitted by the tende
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Each price or unit rate inserted in the Bills of Quantities should be a realistic estimate for
completing the activity or activities described under that particular item and the tenderer is
advised against inserting a price or rate against any itatrecy to this instruction.

The dimension of excavation shall be specified in the Drawings or shall be as
directed by tkb Engineer. The Engineer shall approve all excavation work before the contractor is allowed to
proceed with other works.

In the Standard Specifications, make the following amendments:
In paragraph 6, line 3, and in paragraph 7, line 5 and in paragraphlitie 6, delete "95%" and insert
"100%".

Removal of Existing Pipe Culverts

Where instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall excavate and remove all existing blocked or
collapsed culvert pipes of 450 mm, 600 mm and 900mm diameter including conaretend, bedding,
inlet and outlet structure and cut to spoil.

The Contractor shall carrout all excavations for new culverts and drainage works to the lines, levels,
inclinations, and dimensions shown on the drawings or as instructed by the Engineer.

EXCAVATION IN HARD MATERIAL
In the Standard Specifications, Scllauses 805(a) and 8Qb) delete "95%" and insert "100%".

In subclause 809(a), paragraph 1, line 1, substitute "95%" with "100%".
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In subclause 809(c), paragraph 2, line 4, between the words "compacted" and "and shaped" insert the
words "to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99)".

Hard maerial is material which can be excavated only after blasting with explosives or barring and wedging
or the use of a mechanical breaker fitted with a rock point in good condition and operated correctly.
Boulders of more than 0.Zroccurring in soft materiadhall be classified as hard material.

809 BEDDING AND LAYING OF PIPE CULVERTS

Concrete pipes shall be laid on a 150mm thick concrete bed of class 15/40 and the pipes shall be bedded on &
1:3 cement:sand mortar at least 50mm thick, 150mm wide and extethai full length of the barrel.

Pipe culverts shall be haunched using 150mm concrete Class 15/20 surround as per profile 1V as indicted in
the drawings. Headwalls/Wing walls, toe walls and aprons shall be constructed with class 20/20 concrete.

Backfilling shall be done with approved material and compacted layers not exceeding 150 mm loose. Ramps
shall be shaped to achieve a minimum overfill of 3/4 of the pipe diameter.

Edge marker posts shall be provided as directed by the Engineer and in compliance with standard Specification
Clause 2003.

2004 PERMANENT ROAD SIGNS

Pemanent Road Signs shall be provided as directed by the Engineer and in compliance with the requirements of the
"Manual for Traffic Signs in Kenya" Part Il and standard Specification clause 2004.

2004B EXISTING ROAD SIGNS

Where directed by the Enginedine Contractor shall take down road signs including all posts, nuts, bolts and fittings,
and remove and dispose of the concrete foundation and backfill the post holes. The signs shall be stored at the
Contractor's store and they shall become the propéttyeoEmployer who shall remove them prior to the expiry of

the maintenance period.

Measurement and payment for taking down road signs shall be made by the number of signs of any type and size
taken down, cleaned and stored as directed.

Where a salvagedxisting sign complies with the requirements of new road signs, the Engineer may instruct the
Contractor to remove the sign for safe storage, amleaet it.

Measurement and payment shall be made by the number of road sggestezl as directed and ttae shall include
for excavation, concrete foundations and backfilling around posts and removal of surplus material to spoil.

2005 ROAD MARKING

Paint for road marking shall be internally reflectorised hot applied thermoplastic material in accordarCiuge
218 d(ii) of the Standard Specification.

The rates inserted in the Bills of Quantities for road marking shall include for prior application of approved tack coat.
2006 GUARDRAILS

Contrary to the Standard Specification, guardrail posts shalbberete 200 mm diameter set vertically at least 1.2m
into the shoulder as directed by the Engineer. Spacer blocks shall also be made of concrete.

Beams for guardrails shall be "Armco Flex beam" or similar obtained from a manufacturer approved lgyrtherEn

2007 KERBS
a) Vertical Joints

Vertical joints between adjacent Kerbs shall not be greater than 5 mm in width and shall be filled with a mortar
consisting of 1:3 cement: sand by volume.

b) Transition between flush and raised kerbs
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The transitionbetween flush and raised kerbs (e.g at bus bays) shall be termed as ramped kerbs. The transition
between flush and raised kerbs shall occur within a length of 2.0 m.

2008 KILOMETRE MARKER POSTS

Kilometre marker posts shall be provided as directed b¥tiggneer and in compliance with Standard Specification
clause 2008.

2009 RUMBLE STRIPS

Where directed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall provide, place, trim, shape and compact to line and level
asphaltic concrete rumble strips on the finished shasldrhis shall be done to the satisfaction of the Engineer

2010 BOLLARDS
Where directed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall provide, and install class 20/20 200mm diameter reinforced
concrete Bollards concreted 300mm into the ground.
